The Modular System

The consoles are modular. They are easy to assemble. The
weight and size of each module is easily manageable by
persons bringing the consoles in/out for maintainance etc.
The consoles are mounted to the aircraft seat rails through a
mechanical seat rail adapter. All LRU’s belonging to the special
SeaHunter 8ooo mission applications are mounted inside the
cabinets and will therefor require minimum space in the
cabin. However the design and computer systems of the
SeaHunter 8000 allows for expansions of several types of
mission applications.
